Chet helped me to get it 
bandaged. I thanked him and proceeded into the house to elevate the leg. 
      

The next day, I drove myself to Urgent Care to get a tetanus shot, antibiotic, 
steri strips to close the wound, and instruction on how to care for the 
wound. In hindsight, I should have done this when the accident happened. 
      

I now make sure my cell phone is on my person at ALL times. If I were in 
the house, I could have achieved help by calling out to my Alexa and 
requesting 911. This was not the case on that day.
